School banking is a fun, interactive and engaging way for young Australians to learn about money and develop 
good savings habits. Children who deposit money into their Youthsaver account through school banking earn 
dollarmites tokens, which they can save up and redeem for exciting rewards. 
 
School banking is also a great fundraiser for our school. Our school receives a regular savers contribution of $5 
for every 10 deposits processed per student as well as an annual contribution which is based on the number of 
students who made at least one school banking deposit in the prior year. 
 
School banking day is Tuesday. Each week you need to hand your bank book into the office upon arrival at 
school. Please update your cover with your new class for 2019.
